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EMERGENCY MAINTENANCE SERVICE

If you have an emergency maintenance need, theamhas an orcall person who will

take care of that need during those hours that the office is not open for business. If you
have such an aftehours emergency, phone 97/272. Follow the instructions given on

the answering machine. Your call will be forwarded to the maintenance staff member
who is on call. Do not contact a staff member directly at their home. Also, do no stop a
co-op employee on the grounds to ask for service except for an emergency. The following
items are considered to be of an emergency nature: l-ooks, no electrical power to the
unit, catastrophic emergency (e.g., fire, explosion), frozen pipes, furnace not working, gas
leaks (you can detect gas odor), sewer backup, no power to the stove (one burner out is
not an emergency), water system leaks that, if left until regular working day, would cause
structural damage or destruction to personal possession, toilet not working in bath units
(if one toilet is working, it is not a emergency), water heater not working, any item left
outside a unit that constitutes a clear and present danger to individuals, animals, or
property, including (but not limited to) pyrotechnics, flammable liquids, toxic chemicals,

or weapons, towing under the following condition: vehicle is parked in fire lane; vehicle is
parked within 15feet from a fire hydrant; vehicle is parked in such a manner as to cre

a public hazard or to obstruct pedestrian or vehicular traffic. If you call for an emerger
service, please speak slowly and clearly. Leave your name, address, a brief descripti

the problem, and the telephone number you are calling. from.

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IMPORTANT LETTER FROM A MEMBER

Dear Member of Colonial Square, the BOD, and Management,

We are writing today to express our great disappointment with a minority representation of the
membership attempting to stall the capital improvements project by circulating a petition re-
guesting a special membership meeting to vote on a blanket mortgage.

First, we are deeply concerned that the Members who circulated this petition did not provide
all Members an opportunity to sign the petitidfe know of many Members who were never
approached by anyone with a petitioWe know several people, including us, who were home
and saw these Members going door to door collecting signatures, but they never came to our
door or "select" othersHad we been provided the opportunity to sign this petition, we may
have signed it if the Members circulating the petition had been able to provide us with a rea-
soning that we agreed withlHowever, since we were never given this opportunity we are lead
to believe these Members targeted Members who are uninformed and used misinformation,
scare tactics, and outright lies to get people to sign the petition because the people who were
apparently purposely left out are all well known and well informed Meml@bsiously from

the statement as printed in the 9/23/09 minutes from the BOD, the BOD has this same con-
cern.

Secondly, we question what a "vote" is going to accompihat will a "vote" on a blanket
mortgage mean®hatever the outcome of the "vote"”, we don't believe the BOD is required to
uphold the resultsWhat kind of results from the "vote" would even be meaningizat
happens if only 10% or 20% of the membership "votd§$?not a representative vote of the
membership.How many "votes" would there have to be to either "approve" or "disapprove"
the memberships desires on the mortgage is$\de 2inderstand the membership has a right to
ask for a special meeting and we respect that and the fact that they've asked foweeer,

we believe holding a vote is a waste of time and will ultimately mean notBpghe way, our
"vote" is to take out the mortgage, which takes us to our next point.

If, for some reason, a mortgage is not going to be taken out on the property to pay for these i
provements, then we ask the BOD to not allow for the capital improvements project to be de-
layed any furtherPlease, if you don't take out a mortgage, then special asses the membershij
for the cost of the projectWe realize there are some members who would not be able to afford
a special assessment, however the BOD has a fiduciary duty to ensure the buildings are well
maintained.At more than 40 years old, the buildings need wdrke buildings need at the

very least new siding, basement windows, and front and back d&ershould not have to

apply plastic sheeting to our back door every winter to keep the coldoirtg this is a safety
hazard (what if there's a fire and we need to go out the back door? Time will be lost trying to
break through the plastic). The plastic sheeting also makes it impossible for us to use our ba
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door and back yard during the winter months. While we would rather not have a special as-
sessment, if that is what it takes for our home to receive these improvements, then we are
prepared to accept a special assessment.

There are some older members who we know of who are saying "I'd like to see these im-
provements done before | dietWell, we're in our mid 30's and we feel the same wWégt

only would we like to see these improvements done before we die, we have seriously consid-
ered moving from the cooperative because of the lack of upkeep to the buil@ingige has

lived here her entire life and Brent has lived here for 15 ye#leslove Colonial Square and

don't really want to leave, but it's going to get to a point where a mortgage and property taxes
will be cheaper than living at Colonial Square because our energy bills are going to be too
high and we can't control our energy costs because the buildings are lacking the infrastructur
they need to maintain proper energy efficienByease, whatever the outcome of this special
meeting for a "vote", do not let it stop Colonial Square from doing the improvements that
must get done.

BTW: the only reason insulation is not on our list of improvements that we believe must be
completed is because we already did it ourselves three years ago, and we are thankful we
did. In three years time, it's already paid for itself in energy savings ($30 per month in re-

duced heating bills during the winter, $15 a month in reduced cooling bills in the summer).

Also, please take the time to walk around your yard and pick up garden de-
bris, paper, empty flowerpots, toys, tools, etc. Remember, it is your responsibility faoyedr

cleanliness of the porch and side walks in or next to your yard, seasonal weeding, removal of ivy from
building around siding and windows, proper storage of toys and tools, and performing general mainte-
nance, repair or improvement to your yard. Please put all garden debris in paper yard bags and sét them
next to the dumpsterDo not put garden debris in the dumpster. If you see paper or trash on the |
grounds while out walking, please take the time to pick it up. |

If your yard is not incompliance you will be given approximately one week to rectify the problem, de-
pending on the nature of the violatiofou will be given one (1) day after receiving a violation for dog I
feces. Upon reinspection, your yard must be incompliance to avoid the work being performed by stla\ff
and a fee being charged. Yards will be inspected regularly throughout the spring, summer and fall
months.

If a service request is generated for staff to perform the work, you will be billed a $10.00 service
fee plus $15 an hour for labor.

One of the privileges of being a Colonial Square Cooperative Member is pet ownership.
All cats and dogs are required to be registered with the cooperative office. There is a

limit of two pets per household. All dogs and cats must have vaccinations up to daté and
on file with the office. Please remember tRat feces must be cleaned up immedi- |
ately.
